® |f the appliance was switched off during a wash cycle, when switch
on again, please re-select the washing cycle and operate the dishwasher from the beginning.

When the working cycle is finished, the buzzer of the dishwasher will sound 8 times, then stop.
Turn off the appliance using the Power button.
Since the appliance is standing by, it will power off automaticly after 30 minutes without any operation.

Warning: wait a few minutes (about 15 minutes) before unloading the dishwasher to avoid scald,
as the dishes and utensils are still hot and more susceptible to break.
They also could dry better.

B Check that the detergent powder is empty after completion of the wash cycle.

B Do not wash plastic items unless they are marked dishwasher safe or the
equivalent. For plastic items not so marked, check the manufacturer's
recommendations.

W Use only detergent and rinse additives designed for an automatic dishwasher.

W Never use soap, laundry detergent, or hand washing detergent in your dishwasher.

H Children should be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the appliance.

B The door should not be left open, since this could increase the risk of tripping.

W If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer or
its service agent or a similarly qualified person in order to avoid a hazard.

B During installation, the power supply must not be excessively or dangerously
bent or flattened.

B Do not tamper with controls.

B The appliance is to be connected to the water mains using new hose sets and
that old hose-sets should not be reused.

B The maximum number of place settings to be washed is 6.

A. Rinse Aid Dispenser
Rinse AidDispenser

Therinse aid is released during the final rinse to prevent water forming droplets on your dishes, which can leave
spots and streaks. It also improves drying by allowing water to roll off the dishes. Your dishwasher is designed to
use liquid rinse aids. The rinse aid dispenser is located inside the door next to the detergent dispenser. To fill the
dispenser, open the cap and pour the rinse aid into the dispenser until the level indicator turns completely black.
The volume of the rinse aid container is about 110ml.

Function of Rinse Aid

Rinse aid is automatically added during the last rinse, ensuring thorough rinsing, spot and streak free help the drying.

Attention!

Only use branded rinse aid for dishwasher. Never fill the rinse aid dispenser with any other substances
(e.g. Dishwasher cleaning agent, liquid detergent). This would damage the appliance.

When to Refill the Rinse Aid Dispenser

If thereis no rinse-aidwarning light inthe control panel,you can judgethe amount ofrinse-aid by the color

of the opticallevel indicator"C"located next tothe cap. Whenthe rinse-aid containeris full, thewhole

indicator will bedark. Asthe rinse-aid diminishes, the size ofthe dark dotdecreases. You should neverlet

the rinse aidget below 1/ 4 full. C (Rinse-Aid indicator)

on therinse aid level indicator changes, asillustrated below.

How to fill the Rinse Aid Dispenser

To open the dispenser, turn the cap to the "open" (left) arrow and lift it out.
Pour the rinse aid into the dispenser, being careful not to overfill.
Replace the cap by inserting it aligned with "open" arrow and turning it to the closed (right) arrow.

NOTE: Clean upany rinse aid spill during filling with an absorbent cloth to avoid excessive foaming
during the next wash. Don't forgetto replace the cap before you close dishwasherdoor.




Adjusting Rinse Aid Dispenser

Adjust lever The rinse aid dispenser has six or four settings. Always start with the dispenser

(Rinse) seton "4". If spots and poor drying are a problem, increase the amount of rinse
aid dispensed by removing the dispenser lid and rotating the dial to "5". If the
dishes still are not drying properly or are spotted, adjust the dial to the next
higher number until your dishes are spot-free. The recommended setting is "4".
(Factory value is "4".)

A NoTE:

Increase the dose if there are drops of water or lime spots on the dishes after washing.
Reduce itif there are sticky whitish stains on your dishes or a bluish film on glassware or
knife blades.

B. Detergent

Detergents have chemical ingredients that are necessary to remove dirt, crush dirt and transport it out of the dishwasher.
Most of the commercial quality detergents are suitable for this purpose.

Normally new pulveriseddetergent is withoutphosphate,thus the watersoftener function of
phosphate is notgiven. If detergentswithout phosphate wereused in case of hard water

often white spotsappear at dishesand glasses. Inthis case pleaseadd more detergentto reach
better results. Detergentswithout chlorine doonly bleach alittle. Strong and coloured spots willnot
removed completely. Inthis case pleasechoose a programwith higher temperature.

Concentrated Detergent

Based on theirchemical composition, detergentscan be splitin two basictypes:
B Conventional, alkaline detergentswith caustic components.
B Low alkaline concentrateddetergents with naturalenzymes.

The use of Normal washing programin combination withconcentrated detergent reducespollution and is
good for yourdishes.

Detergent Tablets

Detergent tablets ofdifferent brands dissolve at different speeds. For this reasonsome
detergent tablets cannotdissolve and developtheir full cleaning power during short
Program. Therefore please use longprogram when usingdetergent tablets, to

ensure the completeremoval of detergentresiduals.

Detergent Dispenser

The dispenser mustbe refilled beforethe start ofeach wash cyclefollowing the instructions
provided inthe Wash Cycle Table. Your dishwasher uses less detergent and rinse aid then
conventional dishwasher. Generally, only one tablespoon of detergentis needed for

a normal wash load. More heavily soiled items need more detergent. Always add the
detergent just before starting the dishwasher, otherwise it could get damp and will not
dissolve properly.

5.Loading the Dishwasher Baskets

Recommendation

Consider buying utensilswhich are identified as dishwasher-proof.

Use amild detergentthat isdescribed as 'kind of dishes'. If necessary, seek further
information from detergentmanufacturers.

For particularitems, selecta programme with aslow atemperature.

To preventdamage, do not take glass and cutlery out of the dishwasher immediately
after the programme has ended.

Attention before or afterloading the Dishwasher Baskets

For the best performance ofthe dishwasher, follow these loading guidelines.
Features and appearance of baskets and cutlery baskets may vary from your model.

Scrape off any food particles. Soften remnants ofburnt food inpans.

It isnot necessaryto rinse the dishesunder running water.

Place objects inthe dishwasher infollowing way:

1.ltems such as cups, glasses, pots/pans, etc. are face downwards.

2.Curved items, or those withrecesses, should beloaded at aslantso that watercan run off.
3.All utensils are stacked securely and can not tip over.

4.All utensilsare placed inthe way that the sprayarms can rotatedfreely during washing.

A NOTE: Very smallitems should notbe washed inthe dishwasher asthey could easilyfall out ofthe basket.

Load hollow items such as cups, glasses, pans etc, with the opening facing downwards so that
water cannot collect inthe container or adeep base.

Dishes and items of cutlery must not lie inside one another, or cover each other.

To avoid damage to glasses, they must notto be touched.

Long bladed knives stored in an upright position are a potential hazard!

Long and/or sharp items of cutlery such as carving knives must be positioned

horizontally in the basket.

Please do not overload your dishwasher. Thisis importantfor good results and for

reasonable energy consumption.

Turning On the Appliance

Starting awash cycle

1. Draw outthe basket(see thesection entitled “Loading the Dishwasherbasket” ).

2. Pourin the detergent(see the sectionentitled “ Detergent and Rinse Aid” ).
3. Insertthe pluginto the socket. The power supplyis 220-240

VAC50 HZ, the specification of the socket is 10 A250 VAC.

4. Make sure thatthe water supplyis turned onto full pressure.

5.Press the program button, the wash program will be changed as following direction:

ECO->Glass->90 min->Rapid->Intensive->Heavy;

If aprogram is selected, the corresponding lightwill be on. Then press the

Start/Pause button, the dishwasher beginsto start.

When you press the Start/Pause buttonto pause during washing,
the program light will stop blinking and the dishwasher will sound
every minute unless you press the Start/Pause button to start.
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Change the Program

Premise: You can modify the washing program, If the dishwasher just

worked fora shorttime. Otherwise, the detergent may have already been
released, and the appliance may have already drained the wash water. In this
case, the detergent dispenser must berefilled (see the section entitled

"Detergent ).

Press Start/Pause Button more than three seconds the machine will be in stand
by state ,then you can change the program to the desired cycle setting (see
the section entitled " Starting awash program).

The programlights show the status of the dishwasher:
a) One of the program lights on---------- stand by or pause.
b) One of the program lights blinking----- runing.

g NOTE: If youopen thedoor during washing, the machine will pause. Whenyou close the door
and pressthe start/reset Button, the machine will keep onworking after 10 seconds.

Forget to Add a Dish?

A forgotten dish can be added any time before the detergent cup opens.
Press the start/pause button. Add forgotten dishes.

Open the door a little to stop the washing. Close the door,

After the spray arms stop working, you can open the door [;] Press the start/pause button, the dishwasher will run
completely. after 10 seconds.

At the end ofthe Wash Cycle

When the working cycle has finished, the buzzer of dishwasher will sound 8 seconds, then stop. Turn off
the appliance usingthe Power button, shut offthe water supplyand open thedoor of the dishwasher.
Wait afew minutes before unloading the dishwasherto avoid scald, the dishes and utensils are still hot
and more susceptible to breakage. Theywill also dry better.

B Switch Offthe Dishwasher
1.Switch off the dishwasher by pressing the Power button.
2.Turn off the water tap.

B Open the door carefully.
Hot dishes are sensitive to knocks. The dishes should be allowed to cool down around 15 minutes

before removing from the appliance.
Open the dishwasher'sdoor, leaveit ajar andwait a fewminutes before removingthe dishes. Inthis way they

will be cooler and the drying will be improved.

B Unloading the dishwasher
It isnormal thatthe dishwasheris wetinside.

A\ WARNING!

It isdangerous to open the door when washing,
because the hot water may scald you.



/.Maintenance and Cleaning

Filtering System

The filter preventlarger remnants offood or otherobjects from gettinginside the pump.

Filter assembly

The filter system consists ofa coarse filter, aflat (Main filter)
and amicro filter (fine filter).

Food and soil particlestrapped by this filter are pulverized by a
special jeton the spray arm and washed downto drain.

W &

This filter holds soil and food residues inthe sump area and
prevents itfrom being redeposited onthe dishes during acycle.

Larger items, suchas pieces ofbone or glass, that could block
the drain aretrapped in the coarse filter. To remove theitems

caught by thisfilter, gentlysqueeze the tapon the top of this
filter and lift it out.

The filter efficiently removes food particles fromthe wash water, allowing itto be recycledduring the cycle.

For best performance and results, thefilter assembly mustbe cleaned regularly. For thisreason, it isa good ideato
remove the largerfood particles trappingin the filterafter each washcycle by rinsingthe filterand cup under
running water. To remove thefilter assembly, pull the cup handle inthe upward direction.

A WARNING!

Never run the dishwasher without the filters in place.

The dishwasher must never be used without the filters.

Improper replacement of the filter may reduce the performance level of the appliance
and damage dishes and utensils.

Step 1: Contrarotate the filter assembly(A,B and C),
then lift it all up.

Step 2: Lift B and C up from A.

Step 3: Separate B and C.

g NOTE: If doitfrom stepl to step 3, the filter system will be removed; while if do it from Step 3 to Step 1,

the filter system will be installed.



Notes:

- Inspectthe filters for blocking after every time the dishwasher has beenused.
- By unscrewingthe coarse filter, you canremove the filtersystem.Remove any foodremnants and
clean the filters underrunning water.

A NOTE: The entirefilter assembly should be cleaned once a week.

Cleaning The Filter

Toclean the coarsefilter and thefine filter,use a cleaningbrush. Reassemble thefilter parts as shown inthe figures
on the last page and reinsertthe entire assembly in the dishwasher, positioningin its seat and pressing downward.

When cleaning the filters, don't knock on them. Otherwise, the filters could be
contorted and the performance of dishwasher could be decreased.

A WARNING!

Caring forthe Dishwasher

The control panelcan be cleanedby using alightly dampened cloth. After cleaning, make sureto dry it thoroughly.
For the exterior, usea good appliance polish wax.
Never use sharp objects, scouring pads or harsh cleaners on any part of the dishwasher.

Cleaning The Door

Toclean the edgearound the door, you should use onlya softwarm,
damp cloth. To avoid penetration of water into the doorlock and
electrical components, do notuse aspray cleaner of any kind.

Never use a spray cleaner to clean the door panel as it may damage the door lock
and electrical components.

Abrasive agents or some paper towel should not be used because of the risk of
scratching orleaving spots on the stainless steel surface.

A WARNING!

Protect AgainstFreezing

please take frostprotection measures onthe dishwasher inwinter. Eachtime after washing cycles,
please operate as follows:

1. Cut off electrical power to the dishwasher.

2. Turn offthe water supply and disconnect the water inlet pipe from the water valve.

3. Drain waterfrom theinlet pipe andwater valve(Use apan to catchthe water).

4. Reconnectthe waterinlet pipe to the water valve.

5. Remove thefilter atthe bottom of the tub and usea sponge tosoak up waterin the sump.

A NOTE: 1t your dishwasher cannot workbecause of theice, please contactauthorised service persons.




Cleaning the Spray Arms

The spray armscan be easilyremoved for periodiccleaning & >
of the nozzlesto prevent possibleclogging. Washthem
under running waterand carefully replacethem in theirseats,
checking that theirrotary movement isin no wayimpeded.

Grasp the middle of the sprayarm, pull itupwards to remove
it. Washthe arm undera jet ofrunning water andreplace it -
carefully to itsseat. Afterreassembly, check that the spray
arms rotate freely. Otherwise, checkthat they have been -
installed correctly. -

How to Keep Your Dishwasherin Shape

B After Every Wash B When notin use for along time

It isrecommend thatyou run awash cycle withthe
dishwasher empty andthen remove the plug fromthe
socket, turn off the water supply andleave the door of
the appliance slightlyopen. Thiswill help thedoor
